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Before reading passages, teachers can casually introduce the topics
and key information to students and ask them what they know about
them.

It 1s necessary to give students lots of chances to read stories from
beginning to the end, but they don’t have to translate all the
vocabulary words one by one. Also, it is important to focus on
conjunctions and finding key words to get the information that they
need. Then, students can exchange information by doing pair-work or
group-work. This helps students understand stories more deeply.

In addition, arranging pictures is a very effective task to help

students understand a story’s timeline.
