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What pedestrians should be cautious of
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The dangers of crossing the street from the sidewalk
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In Japan, drivers drive on the left hand side of the road.
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If you start to cross the street without checking if it’ s safe to cross and a car is
turning right into that lane, the car is coming right at you.
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There is an extremely high risk of the car hitting you right as you start crossing the
street.
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Before you cross the street, make sure to always look right to make sure a car isn’ t
close by. Then, make sure to also check on your left.
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The dangers of crossing the street onto the sidewalk
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A great number of street crossing accidents are a result or pedestrians colliding from
the left with cars that were driving straight.
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It is an especially common case in fatal accidents or accidents that occur at nighttime.
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The collisions that happened where pedestrians crossing the street were hit from the
left by cars going straight occurred after the pedestrian crossed the line in the middle of

the road. In short, the accident was an accident that occurred in the second-half of
crossing a road.
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Before you cross the street, first look both left and right and check if a car is coming.
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Then, when you cross the street and get to the middle of the road, it is very important
to check again to see if a car is coming on your left before continuing to cross.
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What drivers should be cautious of
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Always fasten your seatbelt
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A countless number of drivers’ lives may have been saved if they had their seatbelts
fastened during an accident.
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It is over 50 times more likely that a driver will die from a car accident without their
seatbelt fastened than a driver who has their seatbelt fastened.
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For passengers sitting in the passenger seat, it is over 10 times more likely that they
will die from a car accident without their seatbelt fastened than a passenger who has
their seatbelt fastened.
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For passengers sitting in the back seat, it is over 3 times more likely that they will
die from a car accident without their seatbelt fastened than a passenger who has their
seatbelt fastened.
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Over 90% of people sitting in the driver’ s or passenger’ s seat have their seatbelts
fastened, but only 30% of passengers sitting in the back seat fasten their seatbelts.
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Seatbelts are your lifeline.
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Regardless of whether you’ re sitting in the driver’ s seat, the passenger seat, or the
back seat, make sure to always fasten your seatbelts before starting the car.
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Preventing car accident from evening to late night
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In order to prevent accidents at night, you should turn on your headlights as early as
possible, and also use your high beams.
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Turn on your headlights as early as possible
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In addition to lighting the way in front of your car, lights also let pedestrians know
that your car is approaching.
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Make sure pedestrians know your car is coming - turn on your light before it gets
dark!
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Use your high beams
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Use your high beams late at night. Drive by correctly switching between your high
beams and low beams.
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The difference in irradiation distance between the lights is 40m for low beams and
100m for high beams.
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With high beams, you can spot pedestrians from very far away even quicker.
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(Switch to low beams when your high beams are impeding the cars in front of you or

oncoming cars)
